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The   final   design   for  the  Village  was   approved  by  the
Bankstown    City    Council    just    before    Christmas    1989.     The
Department    of   Community   Services   and   Health   is    expected
to  give  its  approval  this  month.

No   major   design   changes   were   required,    so   that   the
Village   still   contains   40   Serviced  Units    (or   Hostel   Units
of       which       s       are       reserved       for       the       financially
disadvantaged)    and   24   Selfcare   Units,    a   kitchen,a   dining
room   and   a   multipurpose    hall.    The    only    change       in   the
Village   is   the   redesign   of   the   Dutch   Australian   Centre,
which    will    now    be    more     in    keeping    with    the    general
atmosphere   of  the  Village.

Tenders   for   the   construction   of   the   Village   are   in
the   process    of   being   called   and   actual    construction   on
the    site    is   expected   to   commence   before   the   end   of   May
1990.   It   is   anticipated  that   construction  will   take   12   to
18   months.

The   Federal   Government   has   seen   f it   to   increase   the
promised   grant   to   $1243      000.-,    however   price   increases
may   absorb  this   extra  money.

The     first     residents     will     be     expected     to     make
progress     contributions,      while     construction     is     taking
place.    This   is   necessary   to   overcome   the   problems   of   the
bridging   finance.    These   progress   contributions   will   form
the  total   of  the   required  contribution  when  the  units   are
ready  to  be   occupied.

The   actual   amount   of   the   contribution   by   residents
has   not  been   fixed  at   this   stage   -   because   estimates   of
the    final    construction   costs   vary   too   much   -   but    your
board    has    made    an    estimate    based    on    the    size    of    the
units :

Hostel   Units ........... $    60    000.-to   $    90    000.-
The  higher  amount   refers  to  hostel  units   for  couples.

Selfcare   units ......... $124    000.-to   $136   000.-
Car   parking   space ...... $      5   000.-

It  is  stressed  that  these  figures  are  estimates  only.
Please     remember     that     a     .l.argc].     pc\rti_r>n     of     the     entran.ce
contribution  will  be  returned  on  leaving  the  Village.

It    will    soon    be    possible    to    commence    a    record    of
people  who   are   interested  in  belonging  to  the   first   group
of   residents   of   the   Village.    We   will   be   requesting   them
to    make    their    wish    known    and    to    comfirm    their    real
interest   by   making   a   prepayment    (as   part   of   the   entrance
contribution)       of      $1000.-.      Where     this      sum     may      cause
financial   problems,    candidate   residents   are   requested   to
contact   one   of   the   members   of   the   board,    who   will   advise
them  about   other  steps  which  may  be  taken.

We  will   keep  you   informed  of   further  developments.

Geen    belangrijke    veranderingen    in    het    plan    waren
nodig,    dus   het   Dorp   bestaat   nog   steeds   uit   40    'Serviced
Units'     (waarvan   er    s    gereserveerd   zijn   voor    financieel
niet   draagkrachtigen)   en   24    'Selfcare   Units',   een   keuken,
eetzaal   en   een    'multipurpose   hall'.

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In  our  February  Newsletter  we  wrote  to  you  that  very  scxDn  tenders  vould
be  calld  for  and  that we  anticipated  to  start  building  in  May/June  of
this  year.    The  construction  of  the  village  has  been  delayed  for  several
reasons .

1)      New  laws  for  retirgnent  villages  came  into  force  and  t.hey
require  new  admission  Ex)licies.

2)      Additional  bureaucratic  requirements  need  to  tx=  satisfied.

The  ccrittee,  however,  has  been  very  active  to get  the  project of  the
ground.    'mis  resultd  in  iTany  contacts  with  the  Department  of  Ccmunity
Services  and  Health.    Now  we  have  been  granted  an  Approval-in-Principle
under  Section  9AB(3)  of  the  Aged  or  Disabled  Persons  Hcmes  Act  1954  to
establish  a  hostel,  fowhich  a  grant  towards  the  capital  cost  associated
with  the  erection  of  this  hostel  will  be  awarded.

Although  the  Abel  Tasman  Village  has  been  engaged  in  f undraising  here
and overseas,  a  third  reason  for  the delay  to  call  for  tenders  is  that
the  mpartment  requires  to  cover  a  shortfall  of  S150,000  in  our  project-
ed  cashflow.    We  need  to  raise  this  money  to  meet  its  conditions.     Further
initiatives  are  tx3ing  considered  to  increase  oiir  cashf low  unLil  the  time
caTes  that  Residents  will  pay  their  contributions.

W=  now  ask  the  c®Ex=ration  of  individuals,  clubs  and  organizat.ions  to
realise  our  plans.     If  you  can  assist  in  any  way  pssib]e  by  donations,
debentures,   fundraisings  or  short  term  loans,  we  `muld  like  to  hear  frcmi
you  s®n.      md  you  know  that  donations  of  $2  and  over  are  tax  deductable.

A  new  brcx=hure  is  in  the  design  stage  with  full  details  and  conditions
how  to  take  up  residency  in  the  village.     lt  will  kx3  mailed  to  you  in  the
near  future.

In  the  Netherlands, a  ccmittee  has  been  established  called  "Stichting
Abel  Tasman  Sydney", with  the  aim  of  promoting  and  organising  fundraising
activities  for  the  benefit of  the village.

So  far,  8000  tx)oks  have  been  collected  for  our  library,  which  are  packed,
labelled  and  stored  for  future  shipment  to  Sydney.    mnated  gcxxls,  such
as  a  leaded  glass  window  and  a  worktBnch  for  the  w)rkshop,  are  waiting  to
be  shipped  by  container;  this  container  to  be  transp3rted  free  of  charge
to  Australia.    And  there  is  more  to  ccm`e.

Basic  suggestions  and  designs  have  been  prepared  by  Mr.  Otto,  a  wellknown
artist  specialised  in  vricarving,  for  the  furniture  of  the  Chapel  and
they  are  presentcri  to  our  Chaplains  to  get  their  opinions  and  preferences.
